Openings in the drum covers must be fitted with bungs bearing NPS threads (2" NPS) or American Butiress threads (BTR 2') as appropriate, and must
be tightened to a torque level of 15 foot pounds.

HOW TO CLOSE A TIGHT HEAD PLASTIC DRUM

Openings In tight head plaetic drums must be fitted with bungs bearing National Pipe Thread (NPS) and/or American Buttress (BTR) threads (2" NPS or
2' BTR) or equivalent.

Bungs must be fitted with gaskets appropriate to the bung size and design.

Bungs must be places into the appropriate openings and tightenied to a torgue level of 25 f. pounds for 2" lamperpreaf bungs, 20 foot pounds for other
